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 I.  POLICY


The Indian Health Center provides a safe environment 
for patients, personnel, and visitors.  Electrical safety 
devices and operational practices for the prevention of 
electrical hazard are provided.

II.  PROCEDURE



A.  Adapters, Multiple Receptacles, Extension Cords


    1.  Adapters will not be used as a means of grounding 


electrical equipment.



2.
Multiple receptacles will not be used as a replacement 


of fixed wiring, unless authorization is approved by 


the Fire Marshall.



3.
Extension cords may be used on a temporary or emergency basis.  The cord shall not be strung through 


holes in ceiling, walls, doors, etc., or be placed in 


areas where it can become a tripping hazard.  The 


length and gauge of the cord will be dependent on the 


job being accomplished.  The maximum length of such 


cords shall not exceed six (6) feet and shall be of 


hospital grade material.


B.  Circuit Breakers



Circuit breakers or fuse boxes shall be legibly marked to 

indicate the area it serves.

Precautions



Special attention to electrical safety should be observed ELECTRICAL SAFETY PROCEDURES (continued)





by individuals working in areas that are damp or if there 

is standing water present.  All suspected electrical   

hazards shall be reported to Facility Management and/or 

Bio-Medical Repair for correction, also the Safety Officer 

shall by notified.
