Confirm order for Accu-chek Advantage monitoring, date and time




2.
Gather equipment.  (Accu-chek Advantage meter, Comfort Curve test strips, control solution, lancet, lancet device, cotton balls, alcohol wipes, gloves.).  Check expiration date on vial.




2.
Perform quality controls.  

a. Insert check strip (“Chek” side up) into the meter.  Check that the code number displayed matches the code number on the vial of test strips.  Remove

b. Insert test strip into test slot.  Hold the Level 1 control bottle horizontally with the tip pointed directly at the right edge of the strip and gently squeeze the bottle to form one small drop.  Bring drop to edge of Comfort Curve strip and allow the strip to automatically draw the solution into the yellow window until it is completely covered. Results will be displayed in approximately 45 seconds.  Assure that measured value is within acceptable limits.  Repeat with Level 2 solution.  

c. Record Level 1 and Level 2 results on Accu-chek Daily Log record.

Identify patient and use lancet device to obtain small drop of blood.

 


4.
Perform Accu-chek.

a. Insert test strip into test slot.  Touch and hold drop of blood to edge of Comfort Curve strip and allow the strip to automatically draw the blood into the yellow window until it is completely covered. Results will be displayed in approximately 45 seconds.

Discard test strip in appropriate bio-hazard container.  Dispose of sharps in container approved for such use.
