Confirm order for hemoglobin via HemoCue date and time

Gather equipment.  (HemoCue Hemoglobin Analyzer, hemoglobin microcuvette, control cuvette, liquid controls, blood specimen, personal protective equipment, as needed, disinfecting solution, gauze or tissue). Check expiration date on vial of cuvettes and liquid control solution.

Identify patient and obtain blood specimen (fingerstick, heelstick, venous or arterial).

Calibrate HemoCue

a. Turn analyzer on

b. Place red control cuvette into cuvette holder and push to measuring position to measure.  Assure that measured value is within acceptable limits.

c. Fill cuvette with control material, place in cuvette holder, and insert. Assure that measured value is within acceptable limits.




5.
Perform the Patient Test

a. Pull out cuvette holder and wait for “READY” message to appear.  

b. Remove cuvette from vial, holding by winged end.  Fill cuvette with blood by placing cuvette tip into the middle of drop of blood (fingerstick or heelstick) or opening vacuum tube and placing cuvette tip into surface of blood (venous or arterial).  Cuvette should be filled with one continuous motion.  

c. Place cuvette in holder, and insert within 10 minutes of drawing blood specimen.  Results will be displayed in approximately 45 seconds.

Discard cuvette in appropriate bio-hazard container.  Dispose of sharps in container approved for such use.
