Reviews the respiratory therapy pulse oximetry policy and the cable replacement procedure (in the front of the Oxypleth users manual).�

Obtain Oxisensor from supply Pyxis and attach it to the Y sensor ends.�
�
�
�
Applies Y sensor to finger, ear or toe assuring the sensor heads are opposite each other through the tissue.�
�
�
�
Plugs oximeter in and turn the power on.�
�
�
�
Allows machine time to do self tests then erase stored trends.�
�
�
�
Presses “Alert”, use the “Sel” button to select a parameter, then use the arrow buttons to raise or lower the parameter.�
�
�
�
Presses “Menu”, then “Audio”, then “Pulse”, then the arrow buttons to change volume of the pulse beep.  Press “Run” to resume.�
�
�
�
Observes the signal bar to note pulse strength (indicates if the machine is getting a good signal).�
�
�
�
Verbalizes that once an alarm has sounded, the parameter that was violated will continue to flash until the “Alert reset” button is pressed, even if the pulse and sat have returned to acceptable levels and the alarm has ceased.�
�
�
�
Verbalizes that the “Audio” button silences the alarm for 2 minutes.�
�
�
�
When continuos O2 sat monitoring is discontinued, discards the Oxisensor, wipes the machine and finger sensors with damp (water) cloth.�
�
�
�
Notes that the only part of the Oximeter that is disposable is the Oxisensor tape found in the supply Pyxis.  None of the cables are disposable.�

�
Returns cleaned machine to the storage room and plugs it in.�
�
